A-1, B & D of the schedule shall have previlege to practice the modern scientific medicine known as allopathic
medicine to the extent of the training they recieved in that system, alongwith the system of Indian Medicine for
which they are registered.

(v) the registered practitioners of Indian Medicine & holding the qualifications mentioned in the PART A,
A-1, B & D of the schedule and holding post-graduate qualification which is entered as additional qualification
in the register prepared under section 17 shall be eligible to pursue and practice the latest knowledge, skill and
technological advances to the extent of the training they recieved during the post-graduation."
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
